CITY AUDITOR REPORT
To the Chief Financial Officer,

We have assessed the Finance Department’s (Finance) February 2021 Monthly Financial Report (MFR)
in accordance with the agreed-upon procedures engagement between Finance and the City Auditor
Department (Audit). The City Charter requires Finance to prepare a monthly, written report to the City
Council detailing expenditures, revenues, and the City’s financial condition. Finance is responsible for
compiling an accurate and complete MFR. Finance and Audit entered into an agreed-upon procedures
engagement for the assessment of the MFR on October 7, 2020.

The agreed-upon procedures include the following:
e Verification of mathematical calculations presented within the MFR, and

e Reconciliation of stated financial data presented within the MFR to historical data supplied by
Finance.

This engagement was conducted in accordance with the attestation standards established by Generally
Accepted Government Auditing Standards (GAGAS). Because the agreed-upon procedures listed above
do not constitute an examination or a review, we will not express an opinion on the MFR as a whole. Had
we performed additional procedures, other matters may have come to our attention which would have
been reported. The sufficiency of the procedures is solely the responsibility of parties specified in the
agreed-upon procedures engagement agreement.

Based on the agreed-upon procedures, we verified that the presented financial data was mathematically
accurate and tied to historical data presented in the MFR.

In order to have a better comparison to prior year actuals, contingencies and vacancy savings will only be included in the annual budget to the extent that they have been spent. The
general fund provides for core City functions that are not provided by dedicated revenue streams. It does not include services provided by dedicated taxes, grants, bond proceeds or
enterprise fund revenues. The fiscal year 2020-21 budgeted general fund expenditures are 8.2% higher than the fiscal year 2019-20 actuals. Fiscal year 2020-21 actual general fund

General government expenditures include costs for administrative and internal service functions such as the Mayor and City Council, City Manager’s Office, City Auditor, Finance,
Budget and Research, and Human Resources. The fiscal year 2020-21 budget includes a 24.2% increase over fiscal year 2019-20 actuals. General fund general government
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expenditures through February are 11.8% higher than the same period in the prior fiscal year.

General fund general government expenditures increased 7.6% in fiscal year 2019-20 over fiscal year 2018-19. This followed increases of 3.6% and 3.4% in the prior two years.

Transportation expenditures include costs for public transit and street maintenance and repair. General Fund transportation expenditures for fiscal year 2020-21 are budgeted to
increase 5.1% over fiscal year 2019-20 actuals. Prior to fiscal year 2018-19 street transportation department charged expenses to the general fund and subsequently transferred
some of those expenses to the AHUR fund. Beginning in fiscal year 2018-19 street transportation is charging the majority of expenses to AHUR and will be transferring a portion of
those to the General Fund. Through February, General fund transportation expenditures are 13.0% higher than the same period in the prior fiscal year. Fiscal year 2020-21
