File Injunction Against Harassment 

(this can be done online at AZ Point) 

 

Appear Before a Judicial Officer 

(judge, commissioner, or judge pro tem) 

Order is Denied 

Order is Granted  

Service on the Defendant 

Order is Now Enforceable 

If Defendant Files to Contest Order 

(defendant can do this any time within 

the year after the order is served, but 

only once) 

Court Notifies Plaintiff of 

Hearing Date and Time  
Hearing is Held  

Order Remains in Place, as is 

Order is Modified/Changed 

Modified Order is Served on Defendant 

(and now enforceable) 

Order is Dismissed/Quashed 

(and no longer enforceable)
