VILLAGE SIZE: 10.5 sq. miles

The urban villages are based on the Phoenix General Plan which
was adopted to guide the urban form of the city while meeting the
community's desires for a well-planned city with a sense of place.
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Village Planning Committees

Each village has its own village planning committee which
represents the interests of local residents. The village planning
committees helped develop the General Plan for Phoenix. They
review and comment on General Plan amendments, zoning
ordinance text amendments, and rezoning requests and sometimes
assist the City of Phoenix Planning Department in developing
plans for areas within the village. The committees are a vital link
between the community and city decision makers.

Council and their recommendations are advisory in nature. The
Council strives to create well-balanced committees which
represent the people who live and work in all segments and
geographic areas of the village. The 15-21 members of each
village committee typically meet once a month in the evening.

The Phoenix City Council and Planning
Commission have divided the city into twelve planning areas
called urban villages in order to work better with the community
on planning and development issues. The goal for each village is
to offer a variety of housing, job opportunities, education,
recreation, and shopping facilities.
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ENCANTO VILLAGE

Encanto Village is bounded by the Black Canyon Freeway on the west,
McDowell Road on the south, and the Grand Canal on the north and east
sides. It is the smallest village in Phoenix, but is the most intensely
developed with a wealth of activities.

The core of Encanto Village is the Park Central Mall and surrounding
mid-density area. The core also contains a portion of the Central Avenue
Corridor where commercial, high-rise office and high-rise residential
development coexist. Palm trees line many neighborhood streets while
ornamental and decorative landscaping are characteristic of Central
Avenue.
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The Phoenix Arts District, an approximately 2,000 foot wide corridor,
focuses on First Street and extends from the Margaret T. Hance Park on
the south to Hoover Avenue on the north. An Art Walk serving as a
north-south axis will be on First Street. The walk links the Phoenix Arts
Museum and Theater, Heard Museum and future Cancer Survivors Park.

The village has fifteen historic preservation districts of predominantly
single family homes. Encanto Park, one of the city's premier parks, is
known for its golf course, game courts and lagoons and is a regional
destination. The Indian School Park under design at Central Avenue and
Indian School Road, will attract visitors to its historic cultural buildings
and recreational opportunities. Encanto Village is also home to Phoenix
College, the State Fair Grounds and Coliseum, and Central High School.
