This data is based on Arizona Revised Statutes which are not equivalent to Uniform
Crime Reporting Statistics and therefore this map cannot be directly compared to
data from other states. Any incidents with addresses that could not be geocoded are
not included. Data is limited to primary flag only and excludes unfounded reports.
Beat boundaries changed effective October 20, 2014, Density created for specified
area only with a cell size of 100 and a search radius of .75 miles. Date range is
based on the report date if the date of occurrence is not available.
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
