Please
let us know if you have an opinion or
concern about a new application.
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Components of an effective
protest include:

Name and address of the

establishment

Name, address, phone number

and signature of the protestor

Reason for the protest

e At a minimum, a protest
should state that you do not
believe that the public
convenience and the best
interest of the community will
be substantially served if the
license is issued.

e More information can be
obtained by calling License
Services at 602-262-4638

Important things to remember
about protesting:

e Protestors must reside in, own
or lease property within a 1-
mile radius of the proposed
license.

e Itis easier to deny a liquor
license application than it is to
revoke an existing license.

e Pick your battles. Some
applicants want to help the
area.

¢ Individuals or groups can
protest.

Write legibly.

You can report existing problem
establishments to your precinct
Liguor Liaisons, CAO or the
Liquor Enforcement Detail.
