Stabbing Leaves Man Dead Another in Jail 
 
(April 7, 2025) Phoenix Police detectives are investigating west valley stabbing that claimed the life of 

a man and landed another in jail. 

On April 6, 2025, around 5:10 p.m., officers responded to the area of 59th Avenue and Indian School 

Road regarding a fight. As officers were responding, they were advised that a male had stabbed 

another during this fight.  When officers arrived, they located an adult male with at least one stab 

wound.  The man was transported to a nearby hospital but did not survive his injuries and was 

pronounced deceased.  Officers at the scene were advised of a direction that the suspect ran from 

the scene, at which time officers established a perimeter.  With the assistance of the air support unit, 

the suspect, identified as 35-year-old Michael Espinoza, was arrested. 

Homicide detectives responded to assume the investigation. The scene investigation is complete, and 

the area is opened up. The investigation revealed that after the confrontation with the victim, 

Espinoza threatened multiple people with the knife used in the stabbing, before he ran from the 

scene. Espinoza was interviewed by detectives prior to being booked into jail on multiple charges to 

include murder and aggravated assault.  Additional details related to this incident remain part of the 

ongoing investigation.
