Jose Garcia. Garcia was taken into custody and later booked on May 5%, 2025 on second degree
murder charges. At this time, detectives do not believe there are any other outstanding suspects.

Suspect Sought in Downtown Murder

(April 28, 2025) A suspect is outstanding after a shooting incident turned fatal in downtown Phoenix
early Sunday morning.

At about 12:38 a.m. on April 27, 2025, officers were called to a shooting near 700 North 15t Street. As
officers got to the scene, they found an adult male victim suffering from at least one gunshot wound.
The man was taken to the hospital where he was not able to overcome his injuries and died.

Homicide detectives responded to assume the investigation. Investigators believe there is additional
cell phone footage captured by witnesses during the incident.
