5.  Eastbound bicyclists could cross the intersection concurrently with  
 vehicles because N Central Ave is one-way northbound, and as   
 such there would be no turning conflicts between bicycles and 
 vehicles. However, westbound bicyclists would need a bicycle-only  
 phase to safely cross the intersection.

6.  Westbound drivers would not be able to turn right onto N Central  
 Ave on a red light.

7.  Raised median at the center of the road is wide enough to support  
 climate-appropriate landscaping or green infrastructure.

8.  New traffic signal at the intersection to be installed through another  
 ongoing project. 

9.  Existing protected bike lanes continue east of N 1st St.

N Central Ave to N 1st St 
Design Considerations
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1.  Additional right-of-way may need to be acquired.

2.   Bicyclists would cross W Fillmore St at the 
 intersection’s existing hybrid beacon. A shared-use   
 path would connect the crossing to W Taylor St, which  
 bicyclists would use for access to and from Grand Ave  
 to the west.

3.  The shared-use path would result in the loss of one 
 existing tree.
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4.  Traffic signal operations would    
 include a bicycle-only phase to    
 enable a safe crossing of the 
 intersection by bicyclists.

N 1st Ave and W Fillmore St 
Design Considerations

5.  Bicyclists could cross the intersection concurrently with westbound and  eastbound vehicles. Because 
 N Central Ave is one-way northbound, there are no turning conflicts between bicycles and vehicles.

6.  Raised median at the center of the road is wide enough to support climate-appropriate landscaping or   
 green infrastructure.

7.  Westbound bicyclists would need to cross the intersection diagonally during  a bicycle-only phase of the  
 traffic signal.
